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WE AWAIT A NEW HEAVEN AND A NEW EARTH

Let me begin by thanking you for your cooperation last weekend as we
introduced the new translation of the Roman Missal, the ritual book the
Catholic Church uses for the celebration of Mass. As you noticed, just a
change of a couple of words in our prayers and acclamations can throw us
off. So I remind you to keep the Mass cards and missalettes in your hands
throughout the liturgy until we become familiar with the texts and can say
them by heart. | use the term “by heart” purposefully instead of “from
memory” because we look forward to be able to pray again prayers that
are written on our hearts instead of on cue cards in our pews. St. Peter
reminds us in our second reading today (3 Peter 3:8-14) that the Lord is
patient with us. We need to be patient with each other and with the new
liturgical prayers as we move forward in faith.

As we well know, change can be very difficult. It is made more difficult
when we feel that we do not have control over it. We heard from a few
people last weekend that they were tired of all the changes. Some
changes are welcome and needed, others we dread and try to deny or
avoid or react to with fear or anger. | was prepared, as best as | could
have been, for the changes last weekend. What | wasn’t prepared for was
Mass on Monday morning when | realized that all the work we put into pre-
paring ourselves for the new Roman Missal was not just for the First Sun-
day of Advent, but that all of our Masses would be changed from then on.
As much as we might like to cling to what was, we cannot go back to the
old familiar words, the ones we said from the heart. That change, and
many other changes we have experienced in the Church and in our parish,
in our families, in our society, as we lost things that were familiar, can’t be
denied and will most likely not be reversed.

Our readings this weekend, and Advent itself, call us to recognize what
has changed in our lives, to accept our losses, to change and transform
things we can, and to move forward together in faith. As the old order
passes away, St. Peter tells us today “... we await a new heaven and a
new earth”. But we do not wait passively. Both Isaiah in our first reading
(Is 40:1-11) and John the Baptist in the Gospel of Mark (Mk 1:1-8) exhort
us to make straight the path and level the road so that glory of God can be
revealed when the Lord Jesus returns. What do we need to remove from
our lives that hinder the way for him? What do we need to let go of so that
the new heaven and new earth can be experienced in our lives? Advent
gives us time to ponder those questions as we wait for the Lord Jesus to
come and gather all things to himself.

Let me close with a gentle reminder to make your Catholic Ministries
Appeal pledge or contribution soon. If you want your donation to count for
your 2011 taxes they need to be in by the end of this month. We are still a
ways away from our goal and any shortfall will be taken from our operating
budget, which may jeopardize the kinds of services and programs that we
can offer to our community. Thank you for our thoughtful consideration
and for whatever generous contribution you can make.

Prepare the Way of the Lord

Isaiah tells the Jews in Babylon that their exile is
almost over. God will lead them back through the
desert to a new Jerusalem, so they should prepare
the way for his coming. Many Jews believed that the
prophet Elijah would return to earth to call the peo-
ple to live holy lives in preparation for God's coming.
Mark's Gospel begins with John the Baptist answer-
ing the call and fulfilling the role of Elijah. How does
he do it? By calling the people to repent. Sounds
simple: just be sorry for your sins! But there is more
to it than that. The kind of repentance John calls for
involves a complete change of direction, from self
absorption to self-surrender, from self-indulgence to
self-sacrifice, from selfishness to love. We may
never meet such a strange looking prophet like John
the Baptist, but God still speaks to us -- through the
scriptures, through the church, through our families,
through the circumstances of our lives. If we hear
his words and respond, we shall be preparing the
way before him.

Lord let us see your kindness and your glory in our
midst. So live in us and guide our words and actions
that we may prepare the way before you. Let us be
your gospel, proclaiming "here is your God! Let us
be servants of your son, Jesus, and instruments of
his salvation to our neighbor.
