
ONE WEEK FROM NOW 
 Next Sunday is Christmas Day. Last Sunday, Mark Hare wrote in his 
column about how Christmas has been taken out of Christmas. (You can 
go to the Democrat and Chronicle website and read it on line if you like).  
He made a point that while we blame stores, governments, schools and 
others for secularizing Christmas, Christians must also take some respon-
sibility for minimizing the religious aspects of Christmas. Christians line up 
along with everybody else on Black Friday to buy gifts, and many of our 
religious Christmas practices and traditions are disappearing from our fam-
ily celebrations. 
 The Christmas season is one of those times when we get nostalgic and 
remember the old days, Christmases past. There used to be a time when 
the manger display was a central part of our Christmas decorations at 
home under the tree or on the fireplace mantle. Some families would tell 
the Christmas story to their children or would read them the account of the 
Nativity as found in the Gospels (Luke 2:1-20 and Matthew 1:18 – 2:12). 
 Many families gathered on Christmas Eve for a special Christmas meal 
(often with fish and other seafood because the day before Christmas was a 
day we abstained from eating meat). Then later in the evening they would 
welcome the Christ Child at Midnight Mass, because Christmas began at 
midnight, not the afternoon before. Other families would rise early in the 
morning, open the gifts found under the tree and then go to Mass. Still oth-
ers would go to Christmas Mass in the morning and then gather for lunch 
or dinner and to exchange gifts. Whatever the timetable, Christmas Mass 
was a central part of the family tradition for most Catholics. 
 With the advent of afternoon vigil Masses, like our 4:00 PM Christmas 
Masses, many families have chosen to include an afternoon service as the 
religious content of their Christmas celebration. Some non-Catholic and 
evangelical churches now only have Christmas Eve services and no cele-
brations at all on Christ-
mas Day.  Even among 
Catholics there has 
been a trend to fewer 
Masses on Christmas 
Day because most pre-
fer to celebrate the 
Christmas liturgy early 
on Christmas Eve.  
 Although the times 
may have changed 
over the years, going to 
Christmas Mass to-
gether is still a tradition 
for many Catholic fami-
lies.

Surprise! Surprise! 
From the days of the Exodus, God's consoling pres-
ence among his people was symbolized in the tab-
ernacle or tent, the sanctuary or dwelling place of 
God .
