What's in a Name?

Names are very important to us; we like people to
remember our names. In ancient times names had
even greater importance. The name was supposed
to reveal some important quality characteristic of the
person. The blessing given in the Book of Numbers
gives us the beautiful Hebrew blessing which uses
the distinctive Hebrew name for God: "Yahweh",
which we translate into English as "The Lord."
