
THEY OPENED THEIR TREASURES 
 This weekend we celebrate the feast of the Epiphany of the Lord. Magi 
came looking for a new born king, who they found not in the palaces and royal 
courts of Jerusalem, but in a manger in the humble town of Bethlehem 
(Matthew 12:1-12). What do you give to someone who, in this case, literally 
has everything? Many of our Christmas songs and carols ask what can I bring 
to honor the king. Some answer, ―I will give him my heart‖ or like the little Drum-
mer Boy, ―I’ll play for him on my drum‖. When the magi opened their treasures 
they gave him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. 
 The magi made great sacrifices to find the Lord Jesus. It cost them a great 
deal of time and they had to put themselves at risk in their search for him. They 
used their talents as scholars and their treasures of gold, frankincense, and 
myrrh to find and honor the Lord. Reflecting on their experience, maybe the 
question we need to ask ourselves is not what gift can I bring to the Lord, but 
what sacrifices am I willing to make for the new born king? 
 As a community of disciples of Jesus Christ, the King, who the magi found 
in Bethlehem, we are called to give him all that we have and all that we will be. 
Each time we celebrate Mass we present for consecration gifts of bread and 
wine that become for us the bread of life and our spiritual drink, the Body and 
Blood of Christ. Those gifts represent our joys and sorrows, our hopes and 
dreams and we pray that our sacrifice be acceptable to God, the almighty Fa-
ther. Through the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, the gifts we offer become the 
means by which the life and mission of the Church is sustained and supported. 
And then, at the end of the liturgy, we are sent into the world to glorify God by 
the way we live our lives. 
  While I often write to you about all of the wonderful gifts of the time and 
talents that you offer to the Lord, I don’t as often write of the material gifts you 
bring to the Lord, especially those gathered and presented in our weekly col-
lection. But there is a need for us to consider them as well. As we begin this 
New Year we will be taking some time for such a consideration. At the recom-
mendation of our Parish Finance Council and in consultation with our Pastoral 
Council we will take some time and effort to find ways to increase our sacrificial 
giving. I ask you to be open to what you hear and receive in the next few 
weeks so that our gifts to the Lord can continue to sustain and support his work 
and ministry in our time and place.
