
THEY FOLLOWED HIM 
 Let me thank you all for your very attentive listening to my homily last 
weekend. I didn’t know if it could be done, but I was able to preach at all of 
our 10 Masses, January 14 and 15. I am glad that the worst of the weather 
came on Friday so the roads were clean as I drove back and forth across 
town. Since I had to rush off after each homily to get to another Mass else-
where, I wasn’t able to stay after Mass and talk with you or answer any 
questions that you may have had. Please feel free to contact me through 
the parish office or website if you have any comments or concerns about 
our Increased Offertory Program. 
 This weekend I am at back-to-back Basilian meetings in Toronto and 
Houston. A few months ago I was appointed Promoter of Vocations for the 
Basilian Fathers (Fr. Morgan Rice also serves as the chair of the Basilian 
Vocation Committee). So I will be in Toronto to talk with the General Coun-
cil about vocations to our community. From there I go to Houston for a 
meeting of the Basilian Pastors (Fr. Paul English, a member of our General 
Council, has responsibility for our parish ministries). Like many dioceses 
and other religious orders, the Basilians are dealing with a declining num-
ber of priests to serve in our parishes, high schools and universities. 
 Although last week’s Gospel (John 1:35-42) and this week’s (Mark 1:14
-20) present a call to discipleship that is meant for all the baptized, I could 
not help but think particularly of the call that comes from Jesus to young 
men to serve the church as priests and to young men and women to jour-
ney with him in community as vowed religious. Last week, two disciples of 
John the Baptist came to Jesus and asked him where he lived, and Jesus 
responded ―Come, and you will see.‖ This week, Jesus encounters Simon-
Peter and his brother Andrew along the shore and says to them, "Come 
after me, and I will make you fishers of men.‖ And they follow him. 
 Maybe one of you can be the voice of Jesus, inviting a young man to 
follow him as an ordained priest. If you know someone who you think 
would be a good priest (Basilian or diocesan) or a young woman who 
would be happy serving the Lord as a religious sister, why don’t you take 
the risk in faith to suggest that possibility to them? Or let us know so we 
can invite them to ―come and see.‖ But what everyone can do is to pray for 
an increase in vocations to the priesthood and religious life; and keep your 
eyes open to the possibilities.

Then he was angry at the 
unexpected conversion of the Ninevites and God's 
change of mind. The apostles, fishermen whose 
world revolved around the Sea of Galilee, heard an 
unexpected call from an itinerant preacher from 
Nazareth and it changed everything.

Perhaps God is telling us to see his hand 
in unexpected changes, reminding us that we are a 
pilgrim people who cannot be settled into comfort-
able routine. Even when the changes are not for the 
better, how we deal with them is what matters.

Teach me humble surrender 
to your will. Remember your compassion and kind-
ness and be with us in difficult times as well as in 
the good times.
